Stewards Not Jealous

Courageous Stewardship

Stewardship Test
“Blessed are you when people hate you,…exclude and insult you, and denounce your name…on account of the Son of Man.”  (LUKE 6:22)

All of us have been in situations when someone has made a negative comment or joke about God or our Catholic faith.  How did you respond?  Did you stay silent or pretend to go along with the crowd because you didn’t want to cause waves and then, later, you felt bad?  Know that God is with you all the time, the Holy Spirit will put the right words in your mouth.  Pray for the strength and courage to live Stewardship and proclaim our faith to others, especially during uncomfortable situations.

Seventh Sunday in Ordinary Times

Living Stewardship
“But rather, love your enemies and do good to them, and lend without expecting anything back.”  (LUKE 6:35)

Easier said than done, right?  But, if we are to imitate Christ, most of us need to practice mercy and compassion more frequently.  Start with the little daily annoyances that we experience, the unkind word or hateful glance we receive.  Instead of plotting revenge on that person, live in Stewardship by saying a quick prayer for that person.  Mercy and compassion will put us on the path to holiness.
