Easter Sunday of the Resurrection of the Lord

Stewards Grateful
“Set your minds on things that are above, not on things that are on earth.”   Colossians 3:2
Do you put God first in all things? Possessions, money, power, ego can easily become gods to many of us.  Do a quick check of what is important to you because of your stewardship.  Is God at the very top of the list?  If not, your priorities need to be re-adjusted.  Don’t let earthly things become a god before God.  This is also the first commandment – I am the Lord your God, you shall not have any strange gods before me.

April 12, 2026
2nd Sunday of Easter (Divine Mercy Sunday)

Stewards Welcome
“Jesus came and stood among them and said to them, ‘Peace be with you.’”   John 20:19

Are you a good steward by making people feel welcome?  When you meet someone new, like a new neighbor, a new work colleague or a new parishioner, do you make them feel at home?  When we make people feel welcome, we make them feel like they are included instead of being excluded.  We are made for relationships – with God and each other. 3rd Sunday of Easter

Heartfelt Stewardship
“Did not our hearts burn within us while He talked to us on the road, while He opened to us the scriptures?”   LUKE 24:32

How often do you take the time to discern what Jesus is calling you to do with your life?  Are your prayers always petitions, asking Jesus to do things for you?  If so, that’s a one-sided relationship.  Living our faith means developing stewardship in a personal relationship with Jesus.  Just like any friendship, there is give and take, each side listening to each other and helping each other out.  Take time, in silence, to listen to what Jesus is asking of you today.

4th Sunday of Easter

Stewards Repent
“And Peter said to them, ‘Repent, and be baptized, every one of you, in the name of Jesus Christ…’”    Acts 2:38
The word “repent” means to turn from sin - to change our thoughts, words and actions.  Change that is permanent comes from within – a transformation or conversion of heart.  This requires stewardship, prayer, discipline and perseverance.  Change is hard.  The first step is recognizing that we are broken and that we need God’s help.  The good news - we are not alone in our journey.  Ask Jesus daily for guidance and patiently listen for his response.
