The Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ (Corpus Christi):

Stewardship Lifestyle
“Because there is one bread, we, who are many, are one body, for we all partake of the one bread.”   1 CORINTHIANS 10:17
As disciples of Jesus, we are called to lead holy lives and invite others to join us.  We are called to be fed and to feed others. Stewards Called
“Everyone who acknowledges me before others I will acknowledge before my heavenly Father.” MATTHEW 10:32
Would others know that you are Catholic by the way you act and speak?  Do you share your Catholic faith with others?
